The “Home of the | Corps and the 62nd Airlift Wing”
boasts state-of-the-art training and infrastructure
and is one of the largest and most modern military

installations in the country. It is currently the only
Army power-projection platform located west of the
Rocky Mountains.

Infantry Division, 1st Special Forces Group, 75th
Ranger Regiment, 66th Theater Aviation Command
and Madigan Army Medical Center.
